	Scope: Silco technicians will perform the NFPA 25-required 5-year internal maintenance inspection on all wet sprinkler systems throughout the facility. Prior to beginning any work, all fire alarm systems monitoring the sprinklers will be placed in test mode with notification appliances disabled to prevent false alarms during the inspection process. 
Upon completion of each inspection, systems will be charged with water, restored to normal operation condition, and all control valves returned to their proper position. The systems will be tagged, dated, and documented on Silco's official 5-year maintenance report. At the end of each day, Silco technicians will verify that all fire alarm control panels are clear of alarms and return to normal (non-test) mode.
